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SRP Saves the Planet - One School at a Time
by Alicia Dominick - ZONA Jr. Reporter - Arcadia High School

hen you hear the term “solar energy,” what comes to mind?
W Do you picture solar panels on your neighbors’

roofs? Maybe you imagine solar-powered
calculators, ovens, or radios. Well, one thing is certain:
the sun provides a great amount of free energy,
and SRP is taking advantage of it to help save the
planet and conserve energy.

SRP, which stands for Salt River Project,
is a company that provides electricity to
thousands of customers in Arizona. It has
at least eleven power plants and finds ways
to efficiently use nuclear, natural gas, and
hydroelectric sources. SRP is also dedicated
to conserving energy, and using the sun’s
energy is a great way to save money and
electricity! Fourteen lucky Arizona schools

were recently chosen to participate in SRP’s \

Solar for Schools program and will be able to

have solar photovoltaic (PV) systems installed on O‘
their roofs. In addition, these schools will receive

statistics and educational information so that students

can learn how and why the solar energy systems work.

“The sun is a free and inexhaustible source of fuel,”says Lori

Singleton, Manager of Sustainability Initiatives and Technology at SRP.
Fourteen lucky Arizona schools were recently chosen to
participate in SRP’s Solar for Schools program and will be able

to have solar photovoltaic (PV) systems installed on their roofs.

“The PV system will generate clean, renewable energy, thus reducing the
schools’ needs to draw energy from SRP’s electrical grid.” The fourteen
schools, which were selected out of 125 schools based on a point-based
system, include Desert Vista High School, Combs High School, Pendergast
Elementary School, and more. Pendergast Elementary School, which will
become the first green-certified school in the state, already uses low-water
plumbing and landscaping, and solar energy is already used for lighting
purposes. SRP is excited to help Pendergast to become even more
eco-friendly and hopes that other schools might decide to follow its lead.

What exactly is a photovoltaic system? Well,
PV systems capture photons (light energy) from
the sun and convert them into useable energy.
The PV systems, which are in the form of solar
panels, are tilted at a specific angle on rooftops
so that no matter the time of day or season, the
greatest amount of energy can be obtained.
Over 1,000 homes in SRP’s service area already
use solar panels, and another 2,000 customers
use solar hot water systems. SRP recently
installed a solar electric and solar hot water
heating system on their newest business office
and customer call center, the Pinal Customer
Center, which has been designated LEED Gold
Certified by the U.S. Green Building Council. For
those who do not have PV systems but would
still like to support solar power, customers may
add $3 to their monthly bill, which supports
SRP’s EarthWise Energy Program.

Q: What are dental sealants?

A: Dental sealants are coatings that most often help protect our back teeth, or
molars, from getting cavities. One of the most common places to get a cavity
is on the chewing surfaces of our molars. These teeth have grooves that can
easily collect sugars that we chew. Often these grooves are very deep and
narrow. Although we may brush these grooves well, sometimes they are so
deep that the bristles of our toothbrush do not clean out the deepest corners.
If these sugars remain and are in the presence of certain bacteria, they can
cause pit-and-fissure cavities. One way to help prevent getting this type of
cavity is to apply a resin material to the tooth that seals off sugars and bacteria
from the deepest part of the groove. This resin material is the dental sealant.
Commonly, sealants are indicated for application to permanent molars, since
they have the deepest grooves. In certain situations, baby molars, permanent
pre-molars, or the tongue surface of permanent incisors may also benefit
from sealants. Even if you have sealants on your teeth, it does not mean you
can stop brushing. You can still get cavities on other surfaces of your teeth or
develop gum disease if your oral hygiene is poor. Talk to your dentist to learn
if your teeth may benefit from this procedure.

Summer Safety

Summer break is rapidly approaching and working parents across the Valley are
scrambling to figure out what their children will be doing during the daytime
hours. Many will attend day or sleep away camp. Some older children will be
staying home alone for the first time. Although age appropriate personal safety
issues should be an ongoing discussion with all children, this is a great time to
review with your child some of the basics.

At camp, your child will be around a different set of adults than usual. Know who
is in charge, and make it known that you are actively engaged with what is going
on with your child. Ask questions and be aware of who interacts with your child.
Use this opportunity to review with your kids what is inappropriate touching,
and that adults are not allowed to tell a child to keep a secret from their parents.
Reinforce that they will always be safe coming to you with any concerns.

All school-age children should know things like their full name, your full name,
their address, and as many phone numbers as possible to reach you. For children
staying home alone, complete familiarity with use of the telephone is imperative.
Make sure phone numbers for the neighbors and other family members are
handy. Review when to call 911 for emergency services. Teach them if, when,
and how, to answer the telephone. Calling you to “check in” at designated times
isa good idea. A child home alone should know to keep doors locked at all times.
Role play what to do when someone knocks on the door — who they can open

the door for and who should they ignore? Latchkey kids should never enter the
home if a door is ajar or a window is broken when they arrive. Some basic first
aid, like holding pressure to a cut, may also come in handy. Eliminate alcohol,
tobacco, and prescription drug temptations, and safeguard your computer.

Lastly, make sure your children are familiar with a comprehensive fire exit plan
for your home, including outside meeting places for every family member.

¢ When your shoulder gets sore, ice approximately 10 to 15 minutes and
rest. If soreness lasts longer than one hour or into the next day, 1 to
2 days of rest should be taken.

¢ If your shoulder soreness is sticking around, don’t wait to get it
examined.

Sun Safety -- What parents should know

Most everyone understands that excessive sun exposure can lead to the
development of skin cancer. But did you know that one in five adults in the
U.S. will be diagnosed with skin cancer in their lifetimes, or that almost 25% of
a person’s sun exposure is acquired before the age of 18?7 Have you heard that
just one blistering sunburn in childhood or adolescence more than doubles a
person’s risk of developing melanoma? As we approach Spring and Summer
in Arizona, it is worth remembering these sobering facts to teach our kids
the importance of sun protection. Tanned skin is still highly desirable with
teenagers especially, who often fail to understand that treatment for skin
cancer can be disfiguring and sometimes fatal. Sunburn may fade after a week
but the damage under the skin remains for life - a timely message for teens.

A few pointers for parents: Babies are extremely vulnerable to permanent
sun damage - tender, young skin should not be deliberately exposed to
sunlight. Seek shade when possible, remembering that UV rays are the most
intense between 10:00 am and 4:00 pm. Wear protective clothing including
a wide-brimmed hat and sunglasses, and always wear sun-protective
swimwear when swimming. For sunscreen, | recommend a high SPF block
to my patients that offers both UVB and UVA protection. It doesn't take any
longer to apply a 60 SPF than a 30 SPF sunblock, so why not go with the
added UV protection? And remember to reapply sunscreen every two hours,
even on cloudy days. Children need to learn good habits early on to lessen
the chances of trouble later in life. This is easier when parents and significant
adults in a child’s life are good role models. So don't forget your hat either!
